	Analyze pictures of the Texas coastline before and after Hurricane Ike.  Present your findings in a method of your choice.  


	Create a tool that can be used to accurately measure coastal changes due to weathering, erosion, deposition, and flow.  Explain how the tool can be used to predict future changes to the coastal environment. 


	Create a rap, song, or other musical representation of the rock cycle.



	Create an artistic representation of how the earth is always changing.  Think about scientific concepts as you create.


	Plan and present a public service announcement about science lab safety.  Include a script, scenery, music, and costumes in your presentation.
	Haiku is a form of Japanese poetry.  There are three lines in Haiku poems.  The first line has five syllables, the second line has seven syllables, and the third line has five syllables.  Write three to five Haiku poems about the ways the Earth’s surface changes.



	The forces of nature can cause stress and the loss of lives.  Select and study an area of the world that interests you.  Make note of the forces of nature that impact the area.  Create a disaster relief plan that will limit the loss of lives and livelihoods in the area you have chosen.
